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SERIES SYNOPSIS

The Russos are a lot like the families in their Manhattan neighbourhood with one significant
difference...they come from a long line of wizards and now, the three teens in the house — Justin, Alex
and Max — must learn to hone their budding magical powers or soon risk losing them, in The Wizards
of Waverly Place, a live-action comedy series created and executive-produced by Todd Greenwald
(Hannah Montana) and executive-produced by Peter Murietta (Greetings from Tucson, Hope & Faith).

Jerry and Theresa Russo have their hands full running the family-owned sandwich shop, Waverly Sub
Station, and managing a house full of often squabbling teens experiencing the trials and tribulations of
adolescence. Add to the mix daily wizard training in a secret lair at home and life gets truly
unpredictable.

Long ago, Jerry Russo relinquished his wizard powers to marry his mere mortal wife, Theresa, but
now their three kids each show signs they've inherited wizard powers. Although Jerry does his best to
teach his kids the proper use of magic, and to practice only when supervised by him, comedic chaos
ensues as they learn to manage their new skills, and break Jerry’s number one rule.

While Jerry tutors the kids in wizardry and tries to keep one step ahead of them, Theresa encourages
them to learn about her side of the family too and while she loves her kids, she won't stand for magic
run amok.

Whether it's learning to "drive" a magic carpet or conjuring up a Pocket EIf to help with a Spanish test,
or experiencing the literal translation of the magic command, "make me a sandwich," the Russo kids
learn the good, the not so good and the often very funny consequences of deploying their magic.
Confident Alex is undisciplined when using her powers; overachiever Justin exercises restraint with
magic as he tries to fit in at high school; and mischievous Max just had his magic powers kick in, but
even when their wizard works go awry, the Russos know they can ultimately rely on each other.

Born July 22, 1992, in Dallas, Texas, Gomez, began her acting career at age seven, spending her
birthday at an open casting call competing among thousands of other hopefuls for a role in the
television series Barney & Friends. Gomez was cast as a series regular for two seasons. In 2003, she
was cast in Spy Kids 3D.

In the summer of 2004, Disney Channel began a worldwide casting search for promising young talent.
Three weeks after Selena’s local audition in Dallas, she was invited to Los Angeles to meet Disney
Channel programming executives. They cast Gomez in a pilot that year. The following year, she
landed roles in two Disney Channel pilots and one became a series, The Wizards of Waverly Place.

Among her recent credits are guest starring roles in the hit series The Suite Life of Zack & Cody and
Hannah Montana.

Newly relocated to Los Angeles, Gomez resides with her parents. Along with her film and television
career, she is exploring opportunities in the music industry.

DAVID HENRIE
"Justin Russo"

David Henrie portrays the conscientious eldest sibling Justin Russo in The Wizards of Waverly Place.

Already well-known to viewers for his recurring role as Larry — a band mate friends of Cory's in the hit
series That's So Raven, Henrie also has a recurring role in the series How | Met Your Mother.

Among his other credits are lead roles in Method and Red and The Pitts, both for Fox, and guest
starring roles on Cold Case, House, N.C.1.S., Without a Trace and Judging Amy. He also co-starred in
the Hallmark movies Monster Maker and Dead Hollywood Moms Society.

Award-winning actress Maria Canals Barrera portrays Theresa Russo, the sharp-witted mother of
three teenagers and the only one in the household without magical powers in The Wizards of Waverly
Place.

A 2002 Alma Award-winner for her role in the television series Brothers Garcia, Canals Barrera also
starred in the Telemundo series Marielena and Corte Tropical for Univision. She's had guest-starring
roles on Curb Your Enthusiasm, George Lopez, The Loop, Popular, Veronica's Closet, Caroline in the
City and Almost Perfect, as well as recurring roles in Beggars & Choosers for Showtime and the
critically acclaimed PBS series American Family. Canals Barrera is also the voice of "Hawkgirl" in the
animated series The Justice League and a series regular in series The Proud Family.

On the big screen she appeared in Master of Disguise and My Family / Mi Familia, with Edward James
Olmos, Jimmy Smits and Esai Morales.

On stage, she appeared at the Mark Taper Forum in Changes of Heart for which she was received an
Ovation Award nomination.
